Minutes of Parish Council Meeting held on 
Thursday 17th July 2014 at 8.00pm 
In the Village Hall, Neatishead.

Present:  Councillors D Church, N Fowle (part), P Palgrave-More, D Pritchard (chair), G Pritchard and P Ryall.  Clerk: Mrs S Hunt.

1. APOLOGIES
None.  
2. CO-OPTION.
One application had been received from Mr N Fowle for the position of Councillor.  A vote was held and Mr Fowle was unanimously elected to Council
Mr Fowle signed the Declaration of Office witnessed by the Proper Officer, and handed in a completed Declaration of Interest form.  Mr Fowle took his place on the Council.
3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Mr N Fowle notified the meeting of his Chairmanship of the Charities Trust – Item 9, who own the Playingfield and also of his membership of the Parochial Church Council – Item 20.3.
4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING 
4.1 The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 12th June 2014 were amended; Cllr Martin Arnold was not present, Cllr Gareth Pritchard was in attendance.  With that alteration the minutes were AGREED as a true and correct record and signed by the Chair. 
5. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting was adjourned at 8.06pm:
5.1
Jeanne Heel of North Norfolk Community Transport made a presentation.  A service is offered from the village on Wednesday to Stalham, and on Friday to North Walsham – it is a book and ride service.  Membership is £7 for an individual and £10 for a family – anyone can ride, it is not for any particular user group.  It is free for under 25’s or those on job seekers.  Website: http://www.northnorfolkcommunitytransport.co.uk/    Telephone number: 01692 500840.  It is a door to door service.  The service can also offer event transport for groups of people out of normal hours.  There is a medi-ride service, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week to all medical appointments.  This is chargeable by the mile.  Local drives and volunteers are always being sought.  Currently they have seven minibuses and a wheelchair friendly Kia Sedona, volunteers use their own vehicles.  There is no age limit on driving as a volunteer.

David Thomas - County Councillor.  The County Council has changed from a Cabinet system to a Committee system.  


Barbara McGoun – District Councillor.  Nothing of relevance to report.

A parishioner asked whether the Parish Council was aware of the removal of the telephones and boxes within the village.  They were not.

A parishioner addressed the council with regard to the suggested second entrance at Flexitog in the village.  Originally it was light vans and during office hours.  Now it is large lorries and outside opening hours.  Another parishioner had reported a lorry parked across the weekend on 101.  Hopes were expressed that if a formal application was received by the Council for a second entrance that the Parish Council would not support it.

6. MATTERS ARISING
6.1 Second Bottle Bank.  Cllr D Pritchard reported that another had now been delivered, and therefore collections should now be once every three weeks.  In the longer term the Council will seek an alternative site as it is still noisy for the residents in the area.
6.2 Condition of Slide – this had been inspected, but there is little the Council can do re: birds, it is designed incorrectly to keep them off.

8. VILLAGE HALL CAR PARK.

Cllr G Pritchard.  The previous Clerk had warned of Health and Safety risks, so an interim repair had been commissioned from P Drake, it has now deteriorated again.  The plan remains to stabilise the slope by installing Black Top surfacing on the incline, any more temporary works will not repair the problem.  Two quotations have been received.  Highways have visited and have no issue with this work being undertaken.  This will need addressing before the winter.  It was AGREED that Cllrs Fowle, G Pritchard and Ryall attend a meeting accompanied by the Clerk with the Trustees to seek a solution.  This to be brought to the September meeting – Councillors need to make a decision at that meeting.  Possible contributors to be sought.
9. PLAYGROUND UPDATE.
Cllr G Pritchard.  An inspection took place at 8am on 17th July – Cllr G Pritchard attended.  Areas of weakness were identified – these were the same as at all previous inspections.  It was AGREED:
· Clerk to advise NNDC this will not be taken back until all issues rectified.

· Neatishead Parish Council to be provided with a copy of the maintenance schedule.

· Contractor to be approached for quotation for maintenance contract and formal inspections.

The lease with the Charities Trust is due to expire January 2015.  Review of equipment to be undertaken then.
10. STAITHE.
Cllr D Pritchard.  A meeting was attended with the Broads Authority,  in principle they would have no problem with the Planning Permission for the sign as envisioned.  They would however require other signage to be removed.   Councillors were requested to consider under what terms they would agree to this being sited on the Parish Staithe.  
Cllr Church and Cllr Fowles to liaise with neighbours and undertake a working party to tidy up nettles, hedging etc.

12. FLEXITOG FACTORY ENTRANCE.
It was AGREED that the clerk respond in writing to the letter.  The original planning permissions were viewed by Councillors.  Item 3 – ‘operational activity in connection with the use hereby permitted (including the 
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delivery or dispatch of goods or materials) shall not take place on the premises outside the following times:  07.30 to 17.00 hours Monday to Fridays, nor at any time on Sundays, Bank, or Public holidays’.  There is no additional entrance possible.  NNDC planning enforcement officer to be copied into letter.   CLERK.
13. VILLAGE SIGNS.
Cllr D Pritchard and the Clerk attended a meeting with Highways.  Highways are looking at the possibility of erecting a sign by the bridge as requested.  If Councillors have a second location in mind please advise clerk.
14. VILLAGE GUIDE.

15. DOG BINS.
The bin has been removed from the Parish Car Park, people are using the Village Hall bin.  Noted.

These were emptied by the previous clerk.  Cllr G Pritchard had been emptying them but was not prepared to continue.  NNDC have been telephoned by the Clerk for a quotation, no response as yet.  CLERK.
