2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING 
3.1
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th October 2014 were agreed as a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman PROPOSED Cllr G Pritchard, seconded Cllr Church.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting was adjourned:
4.1 David Thomas County Councillor reported that Norfolk County Council are currently consulting on budgetary decisions.  There are warm and well grants for any residents who are struggling and recommendations are being sought for recipients.
Barbara McGoun District Councillor asked if the glass collections in the recycling from North Norfolk District Council had caused a loss of revenue to the Council.  The Council felt it was too early to tell.

An email report had been received from PCSO Esther Dack:


Since the last meeting we have received 2 crime reports from the Neatishead area:

26-27th October- Irstead Rd, - theft of 15 bags of fudge from honesty stall, - container was later discovered at the Staithe.

24th-27th Criminal Damage at the Allotments – allotment plots trashed – stakes pulled out of the ground , net coverings removed, vegetables kicked around. 

Also a boat was set adrift at  Neatishead Staithe at the same time the fudge theft was discovered, it is likely that all three incidents are linked but we have not been successful in tracking down offenders.

Anglian Water – supply to the Staithe.  Cllr G Pritchard reported that Anglian Water had ceased charging the Council for water to the Staithe around 15 months ago.  They appeared to have deleted the account due to a duplication of address.  A new meter has been fitted, and all charges in the interim have been waived.  Bills will now be coming to the Parish Council.

Currently it appears that waste collection services at Neatishead Parish Staithe will be unaffected.  More information will be forthcoming over the next few months, and changes to the collection and containers will be undertaken before the 2015 Summer Season.
6.6 White Horse – request to host Glass Recycling Bins.  It was AGREED to position one bin at the White Horse, and one at the Staithe.  To be reconsidered once the car park was completed.  PROPOSED Cllr Fowle, seconded Cllr Ryall.  CLERK.
6.7 Planning Enforcement – A conversation has been held with Mr Dunham of Flexitog with suggestions of how to alleviate the problem.  To be monitored by Parish Council. Next Agenda.  CLERK.
