4.1 Mr David Thomas was in attendance – nothing to report from County Council.

Mrs Barbara McGoun had sent apologies via email.  The Old Standby Generator Building – Chris Young, the Conservation and Design Officer who deals with listed buildings is investigating this.  Some damage to road verges has been reported to Highways via David Thomas following Grup digging in the village.  David Thomas will be attending the village on Saturday to take pictures of the Grups with Cllr Fowle.

No items were raised by the Public.
4.3
Police Report.  Esther Dack sent apologies – One crime report had been received since the last meeting.  Between 6th and 9th February there had been the theft of a camera from Neatishead School.  Current police priorities are:  Speeding on Tunstead Road, Hoveton; Anti Social Behaviour on Brook Park, Hoveton; Safety of cyclists not using lights.  The PCSO will be at the next Farmers market on the 2nd Saturday of the month around 10am at the New Victory Hall, Neatishead.
The Council meeting was reconvened at 7.41pm. 

5. MATTERS ARISING
5.1 Recycling Banks – there are now three glass banks in the village.  One at the Staithe, one in the car park and one at the White Horse.  The Textile bank has yet to be relocated to the Car Park, but this has been arranged and should take place next week.

7. PLAYINGFIELD.
7.1 Football netting to protect Allotments has been investigated.  The netting is available at a cost of a few hundred pounds depending on height, however to have it erected costs several thousands and may need planning permission.  It was PROPOSED Cllr G Pritchard and seconded Cllr Palgrave-More that one goalpost be removed so that only one remained, away from the allotments.  CLLRS FOWLE, CHURCH & PALGRAVE-MORE.
7.2 Allotment request from Tye Kirk, Kings Street.  Additional Allotment to be marked out.   CLERK/CLLR RYALL.
7.3 Insurance for Swings carries no premium over and above that of other playground equipment.
7.4 Playground Equipment.  Cllr Fowle has received an offer of help from Clare Male, Charlotte Drew and Linda Wilcox.  It was PROPOSED Cllr Fowle and seconded Cllr Church that these four people form a sub-committee to work on behalf of the Parish Council to explore a way to improve the playground, with a view to at least adding a swing, and seek funding. 8.3   To receive bank balance.  The current balance available before the payments detailed above is £12,166.14.  The reconciliation was presented to all Councillors and signed by Chair as agreeing to bank statement.
8.4   Section 137 allowance:  Raised for 2015/16 to £7.36 per elector from £7.20 in 2014/15.  The Parish has 448 electors.  Noted.
9. CAR PARK ACCESSWAY.

9.1
Cllr Ryhall reported this was now completed satisfactorily.  The Council expressed thanks to Mrs Doreen Dean who had worked so hard on behalf of both the New Victory Hall and the Parish Council to ensure this went smoothly, and to raise grant funding to offset the costs for both organisations.  The Parish Partnership Funding which the Parish Council has applied for will be notified in March 2015.   
10. FOOTPATHS.
10.1
Alderfen Path – the response received from the Wildlife Trust explaining how the situation came about was notec.  Situation to be monitored.  ALL COUNCILLORS.  April meeting.  CLERK.
11. ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS.
11.1 Website.  Cllr G Pritchard reported that work had been undertaken in conjunction with residents who are keen to produce a website for both Horning and Neatishead.  All residents involved are happy to undertake the work free of charge.  The information has been gathered, and now the launch of the website is being discussed.  The Clerk advised that the Neatishead Parish Council Norfolk Parishes site is not suitable for this endeavour and needs to be retained as a Parish Council website rather than a Community Site.  Mr Tim Graham-Jones to be invited to the next meeting to discuss how the Parish Council would like to link into the new Village Site.  CLLR G PRITCHARD.  
11.2 Laptop – Prices had been obtained from ESPO and North Norfolk District Council - It was PROPOSED D Pritchard and seconded Cllr Fowle that the HP225 be purchased from Wroxham Computers at a cost of £330.00 for exclusive use of the Parish Council.  Software to be sourced by Clerk as necessary (Microsoft Office). AGREED.   CLERK.
11.3 Clerks Holiday – 27th March to 2nd April 2015.  Noted.
11.4 Notification that the Clerk is temporarily working for East Ruston Parish Council.  Noted.
11.5 Clerks CiLCA training.  PROPOSED Cllr D Pritchard, seconded Cllr Church that the Clerk be increased to Scale Point 16 from 1st February 2015.  AGREED.  CLERK. 
11.6 Handover for Cllrs Pritchard.  Cllr Church to collect Staithe Water money.  Cllr D Pritchard to  hand over.  Cllr Fowle to take over Playingfield duties.  Cllr G Pritchard to hand over.  Risk Assessments monthly until April, then weekly until October.  Cllr Palgrave-More to step up as chairman.
11.7 Chairmanship Training – attended by Cllr D Pritchard.  This was very interesting and informative.
11.8 Training Clerk to attend: Elections, 19th March, County Hall.   Norfolk ALC Regional Conference,  Friday 13th March, Scratby, with Cllrs Church and Ryall.  SLCC Regional Roadshow 15th April, Thetford.

11.9 Designated Filming Area.  It was PROPOSED Cllr Fowle and seconded Cllr D Pritchard that this be adjacent to kitchen hatch should anyone attend and seek to film the Council.  AGREED.
11.10 Nameplates.  It was PROPOSED Cllr D Pritchard and seconded Cllr G Pritchard that nameplates and also name tags be sourced and provided to Councillors.  AGREED. CLERK.
11.11 NIB articles.  PROPOSED Cllr G Pritchard and seconded Cllr D Pritchard that these be submitted by the Clerk as produced once final editing taken place.  No response had been received by the Clerk from Barton & Irstead Parish Council with regard to jointly authoring the articles.  CLERK.  
PROPOSED Cllr Fowle and seconded Cllr Ryall that a monthly article be produced by the Clerk summarising topics discussed by the Parish Council at the most recent meeting.  AGREED.  CLERK.
11.12 Annual Parish Meeting – report from Chair to be produced by Cllr D Pritchard and delivered by Cllr Palgrave-More.  This to take place on 9th April 2015.
11.13 Archive Centre.  The Clerk has visited the Archive Centre and met with Archivists who would be very happy to take the Parish records – but do not want the Parish Box.  It was AGREED by the meeting that the Clerk should retain all books and produce these at the Parish Meeting on 9th April for parishioners to see before delivering them to the Archive Centre.  CLERK.
11.14 The Clerk has been asked by the Chair to report to the meeting any work undertaken which is not on the Agenda.  The Clerk confirmed that she had continued to go through all the old files seeking to familiarise herself with items, and filing them into a filing cabinet.  A second key had been obtained for the notice board.  Phone calls had been received and dealt with.  Most work however was reported to the meeting through agenda items as this was good practice.  

The Clerk felt that six hours per week was adequate, but necessary.  

12 STAITHE.

12.1 Fencing.  Cllr G Pritchard had obtained a quotation from Mr R Penston-Smith of £100 to mend the fence and erect bollards to prevent parking on the grass.  It was PROPOSED Cllr G Pritchard and seconded Cllr Palgrave-More that this work be undertaken once the Textile Bank was moved. AGREED.  Cllr G PRITCHARD.
12.2 Money Box.  Cllr Church to take over from Cllr D Pritchard.
Cllr G Pritchard left the meeting.

12.3 Registration.  It was PROPOSED Cllr D Pritchard and seconded Cllr Church that the Clerk and Cllr G Pritchard pursue Land Registry Registration.  CLERK/Cllr G PRITCHARD. 
Cllr G Pritchard rejoined the meeting.

13.1 Standby Generator Building – Cllr Fowle.  This is being investigated by North Norfolk District Council.
