3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 20th September 2018 were AGREED. Proposed: N Fowle, Seconded: D Pickering. P Ryall abstained due to being absent from previous meeting.

No reports from Cllr Barbara McGoun but would chase the status of the bin enclosure at the staithe. The Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update – nothing to report.

A parishioner asked about whether there could be a bus shelter positioned for the children who take the bus to school on The Street in Neatishead. Councillors said that it would be a logistics issue as there is no space for a bus shelter to be placed there. Cllr McGoun also stated that as there is not service provided through the area Highways were unlikely to give assistance in this matter. 
5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 A sign has been erected by Norfolk Wildlife Trust, the clerk confirm that the parish council did agree to the erection of the information boards in November 2017, however NWT have apologised that they did not notify the parish council prior to the erection of the signs and gaining permission as to where to site them. Councillors agreed that they are happy for Norfolk Wildlife Trust to leave the signs where they are. Cllr Fowle confirmed that the removal of number of smaller signs has taken place at the staithe. It is agreed that it makes the site look much smarter. 
5.2 Clerk to updated the parish council on VAT reclaim that was paid into the wrong account by HMRC. HMRC are investigating the incident and will be in touch with the clerk.
5.3 The textile bin at the parish carpark keeps getting jammed the clerk explained that although the current company do not supply different bins, other companies do have different designs. The clerk will contact other companies to enquire if they would cover the area.
5.4 Cllr Hanger to confirmed that he has repair the village notice board on the crossroads of School Road and Church Road. Many thanks were given to Cllr Hanger for carrying out the repair.
5.5 The zip wire at the Playground has been tensioned too tight and has made it almost unusable. The clerk has enquired regarding playground maintenance from a neighbouring council and will look into companies that can ensure that play equipment is usable and safe. The sign to give thanks for the donations given by various organisations and erected on the play equipment was approved. The clerk can go ahead and order a white sign with black writing.
