1. APOLOGIES

2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Fowle declared an interest in item 7.1 and item 10.2 and would not speak during this item.
3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Cllr Pickering Proposed and Cllr Ryall Seconded the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st June 2018. Cllr Fowle & Cllr Ryall Abstained due to being absent from the previous meeting. Agreed and Signed.

No questions from the public were received.
5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Cllr Church gave an update on footpath issues raised by a parishioner. Cllr Church has seen the farmer and has confirmed that it is the intention to ensure that the footpath is cleared.
5.2 The clerk reported that various faults have been raised with highways through the village. Councillors also raised a number of other highway concerns and requested that the clerk report these concerns.
6. CORRESPONDENCE.
6.1 NNDC – North Norfolk Local Plan, protecting our green spaces, new study published. Noted
6.2 Love Norfolk Fund- to Supply a mid-term update for the playground. – The clerk has completed the update.
6.3 NNDC – Beginning of Annual Canvass Period – eligibility to vote. Asked to display poster to encourage people       to respond. - Noted
6.4 An email received regarding planning applications from a parishioner – Councillors were upset that the parishioner had not spoken to the parish council prior to writing an article for the NIB newsletter. Councillors refute some of the statements made in the article and have asked the clerk to write to NIB to request that the article is not published as it stands.
An email from an allotment regarding issues with other users not respecting the allotment plots. – It was suggested that fencing or netting might be an option to run along the allotments that are affected by the football pitch. It was confirmed that the new nets would be installed within the next week. This was hoped that it will alleviate some of the issue as the current nets are in a poor state. Cllr Hanger to advise the clerk as to when they will be installed and the clerk will bring them to Neatishead for installation. Cllr Pickering suggested that having a meeting with the allotment holders may help. Clerk confirmed that she would attend any meeting that was arranged with Cllr Pickering.
6.5 Better Broadband for Norfolk - New Communications cabinets to be installed in 2 locations in Neatishead by March 2020. - Noted
7. PLAYINGFIELD
7.1 Council discussed two quotes that had been received for the supply and installation of fencing surrounding the playground equipment. It was discussed that money raised for the playground would need to be spent and fencing was the best solution. The clerk explained that a small amount would be required from the parish council funds to make the purchase but it was felt that it was a necessary spend to complete to works that have been carried out at the playground.  Cllr Pickering Proposed to accept the quote from Jacksons Fencing for supply and installation of bow top fencing with safety gate and fitting at a quote of £5767.76 – VAT. Cllr Ryall Seconded. All in agreement and Clerk to contact Jacksons Fencing.

STAITHE.
10.1        The clerk confirmed the lease has been received from East Law. The parish council agreed that the chair and clerk could sign the agreement and confirmed that the clerk to return to the Broads Authority. Cllr Church and Mrs Hummel signed both agreements. Clerk to send agreements back to East Law for the Broads Authority to sign.
10.2
It was discussed that moving the posts and having two signs (one facing the car park and one facing the staithe would ensure that all could see the new signs. It was confirmed that the signs must include no unauthorised trading, no overnight carparking or camping and staithe users waste only, no trade waste. The clerk suggested that rather than putting the clerks telephone number to put the clerks email address and the council website. Agreed by all. The clerk will contact SSAF to design the signs and will send round for approval so they can be erected as soon as possible.
