2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Fowle declared and interest in items 5.1 and a trustee of the playingfield.
3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19th July 2018 were Agreed. Proposed by Cllr Hanger, Seconded Cllr Pickering. Cllr Howe abstained as not present at the meeting. Remaining all in favour.

The parish council received the Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update for the month. The parish council agreed that whilst it was good to receive a cluster update, it still does not give the parish council any idea of crime that is happening in Neatishead.

5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Clerk confirmed that the new signs and bollards at the staithe have been erected. Cllr Fowle Stated that one bollard is already loose. Cllr Fowle suggested that it would be better to remove the bollard permanently. The parish council agreed that this was a good option. The clerk explained that it would be better because of the height of the bollards if they had reflective strips on them. Cllr Hanger said he would be able to obtain reflective strips and would happily fix them to the bollards. Cllr Church thanked Cllr Hanger for doing this. It was raised by Cllr Howe that the new sign directing staithe users to the shop was rather large. The sign has been situated opposite the entrance to the staithe on farm fields with permission from the landowner. Other councillors have not been to the staithe so not aware of the sign, but agreed to visit the staithe to take a look. 
5.2 The clerk reported that NGF play have returned to the playground and have inspected the areas where the matting has lifted/broken and has been fixed.
5.3 The new football nets have been erected on the playing field. It was noted with thanks to councillors for helping to affix the new nets and was commented that council also received help from users of the football pitch. The clerk confirmed that she had received any further complaints from the allotment holders since the installation of the nets but would continue to moniter the situation.
5.4 The clerk explained that NNDC are monitoring bin collections at Neatishead due to overflowing bins. Cllr Fowle, stated that the textile bin was consistently getting jammed or full and clothes are being left by the side of the bin. The clerk will look into other textile recycling companies to see if better bins can be provided.

The Broads Authority are also working with schools to get children more excited about the broads and gain a better understand of what the broads offers and its bio diversity.
