The meeting was adjourned:
A request was made that the public car park be closed to the public so that an event at the Village Hall could have exclusive use of the parking.  Council felt that this would not be a request that could be considered.
Cllr David Thomas had sent an email in stating that the figure needed to be cut at County level was now £11.3m and this figure would be debated at the upcoming Committee meetings, and then at full County Council on 20th October.

There were no crimes reported in Neatishead since the last meeting.  The current Policing priorities are: Tackling anti-social behavior in Stalham over Hallowe’en, in the Stalham Millside Play Area and at Hoveton Village Hall.
The next Police surgeries in the village will be: 8th November, 13th December and 10th January at 10am in the Village Hall Car Park or at the Farmers Market if it is running.
