The meeting was adjourned.  Residents next to the Staithe feel that the glass recycling bank is making unacceptable noise which starts early in the morning until late at night.  They feel that the possibility of broken glass is a danger to children and there is not enough space for cars.

Police Report:
There has been one crime report from the Neatishead area:

Between 19th and 20th April unknown person(s) entered the rear garden of a property on The Street, removed the caps from two oil tanks and entered garden sheds.  Nothing was stolen.

Current priorities are:

Tackle speeding in Sutton at Old Yarmouth Road/Hickling Road

Tackle speeding in Tunstead at Market Street

Vehicle anti-social behaviour in East Ruston – off road motorbikes are being ridden around the area.

Police Surgeries will be held at the Farmers Market on 10th May and 12th July and in the village hall car park on 7th June at 10am.
County Councillor

The District Councillor is contesting the change to collection of waste from the Staithe as it being classed as commercial and will no longer be collected.  It was pointed out that Neatishead Parish Council are not aware of these changes and no communication from the District Councillor has been received.

The oak tree at the entrance to the car park will be inspected.

Cancellation of the incinerator at Kings Lynn will cost £30m, £19m of which will come from reserves and £11m from cuts.

f) Planning Permission request for erection of rear conservatory at 6 Woodside, Butchers Common.
