1. APOLOGIES

Councillor Richard Price gave his apologies for being unable to attend the meeting.

Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update was discussed. Councillors were still disappointed that it did not give a true reflection of crime that is happening within the village. The clerk has written to the police to express the disappointment of councilors.

A parishioner spoke to give thanks to all volunteers who collected money for the British Legion. The generosity of people has meant that a total of £2544 had been raised. 
5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 The Clerk to updated the council that the claim to ensure that any difference made for the supply and purchase of the playground fencing as a result of HMRC error in paying the owed VAT claim was ongoing. The clerk would let council know when it has been rectified.  
5.2 Anglian Water made a visit to Neatishead Staithe and have advised improvements that needs to be made to the current water supply for boat users. The council agreed that the work needed to take place and gave approval for clerk to contract a plumber to commence works under the Improvement Order. Cllr Fowle confirmed that the hoses have been removed and that there is deterioration to one of the hoses. It was agreed that new hoses would be required for next season.
5.3 Clerk to confirm NGF have been contacted over the zipwire tension. NGF have stated that the tension is correct for the zipwire, it was discussed that at present it is very hard to pull the zipwire and climb the box to get on. Clerk will look into a ramp with NGF to make access easier. The clerk explained that NGF carry out a maintenance plan on their own equipment. It was agreed that NGF continue this.
