MINUTES OF A PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

1. APOLOGIES

Cllr Pickering – Prior Engagement. Accepted
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Fowle concerning items 5.3 and 6.4 
3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 9th May 2019 were AGREED and signed. Proposed Cllr How, Seconded Cllr Fowle. Cllr Ryall abstained.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:
4.1 Cllr Price explained that county had now moved to a cabinet system of government. This meant that a scrutiny committee had been set up and this was made up of members of the opposition. Cllr Price is on this committee.
Cllr Price also explained that his focus is still on health are in North Norfolk. He explained that a new ME/CFS clinic has opened in Aylsham and was using his position to get the word spread that this facility is now open in North Norfolk. 
Cllr Price also explained that money being spent at County Hall is now far more efficient due the building being used by more people and closing other offices and selling of buildings.
There has been a report of a burglary in Irstead. It is unsure whether the break in was in the day or at night.
4.2 A parishioner stated that the bins at the staithe were not being used by just the staithe users as it was noted that there was carpet being disposed of in them.
The playground bin on School Road is also full and appears to have not been emptied for weeks. The clerk said that she would contact NNDC to get this addressed. The clerk noted that this is not the first time this season that the bin appears to have been missed. She will ask NNDC if collections are being made or whether a bigger bin needs to be provided.
A parishioner voiced concerns on behalf a number of parishioners concerning the potential handling and removal of asbestos at Allens Farm Barns. A number of families are concerned that it is not being dealt with in the correct manner. The clerk advised that rather than councilors visiting the site, it would be better for the clerk to contact Building Control and Environmental Health at NNDC and log the concerns with them.
5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Chair updated on the drop-in consultations concern North Norfolk First Draft Local Plan (Part 1) and Draft Design Guide & Landscape Assessment SPDs. Neatishead is unlikely for development. Concern was raised regarding development in Hoveton and Cllr Fowle commented that all building to the east should not be considered any further until the bridge is bypassed round Hoveton and Wroxham. Clerk will write a few linbes regarding this. 
5.2 Three Hammer Common, the hole has been repaired, Cangate Road has been repaired, Chrch Road sign has been replaced. A temporary Road closure has been marked for Church Road from its Junction with Chapel Road for a distance of 100 metres southwards for works to install a BT duct and cabinet. This is with effect from 1st July to 5th July.
5.3 Clerk explained that following the previous meeting she had spoken to the planning enforcement officer at NNDC and he had explained that due to its location that the sign fell to Highways enforcement team. However, the signage was erected without consent and an enforcement notice would be issued against the Shop and Pub. The clerk had notified the shop committee who made immediate efforts to have the sign removed. Cllr Fowle confirmed that planning was being sort for the relocation of the sign to another position on the staithe and are looking at planning for a new sign to be located on Irstead Road.
6. CORRESPONDENCE.
6.1 Email: Parishioner: Asking if the parish council would give permission to them planting hedging between their property and the staithe on the staithe side. - Council felt that this was not a viable option to allow the parishioner to be planting hedging on the parish council property. Concerns were raised to maintenance and safety. It was highlighted that should someone be injured as a result of the hedge then this may cause problems with the parish council insurance. It was also highlight that now the Broads Authority are Tenants then this may cause issues with them.
6.2 Telephone: Parishioner: Informing of overflowing bins on the playing field and on School Lane. It was stated that it had been a number of weeks since they had been emptied. – Clerk has contacted Kate Haselton-Glee at NNDC concerning this and they have been emptied although it has been highlighted that hey are now full again.
6.3 Email: CPRE: Rural Housing Conference – Dereham 6th September 2019 – No attendees
6.4 Email: Poor’s or Fuel Allotment Charity – A field by Alderfen Broad that’s is owned by Neatishead Poors or Fuel Allotment Charity have found that it has been increasingly used as a footpath. They wish to state that it is not and that notices have been erected and an entry has been put in the NIB to advise people. The Parish Council note this and Cllrs have advised walkers when they have witnessed them walking on the said land.
6.5 Email: RAF Air Defence Radar Museum: Invitation to councillors to an open evening of the Olive Edis Photography Display on 21st June. – Cllr Church was due to attend but the event has been cancelled. You are still able to the display as will be part of the museum tour. The cost will be £10.
7. MODIFICATION APPLICATION FOR THE ADDITION OF A RESTRICTED BYWAY TO THE DEFINITIVE MAP AND STATEMENT FOR THE PARISH OF NEATISHEAD
Norfolk County Council: Kathryn Webb from Community and Environmental Services has received a Modification Application for the addition of a Restricted Byway in the Parish of Neatishead. The addition of a restricted Byway is from Footpath 5 through to Restrictive Byway 9. The knowledge of the parish councils was that Footpath 5 was for use of the cottages in this small area to be able to gain access to restricted byway 4 to make their way to footpath 5 or footpath 3. It is noted that FP5 that continues past The Willows is very overgrown, which would suggest that this path is not used currently and what the necessity is for it to be extended. It was noted that FP7 has not the same modification order. There was only one recollection of a complaint and this was from Open Spaces approximately 3 years ago. The parish council cannot recall any other complaints or requests. It was made aware to the parish council that the strip of land has a covenant attached to it and that this may in fact impact of a restrictive byway being made. It was AGREED that an email be sent to Ms Webb addressing these issues and confirming that they do not understand or agree to the modification. Cllr Richard Price also gave his support to the parish council on their objections.

8.1 A fresh set of signatures were required by two parish councilors concerning the Lease of Neatishead Parish Council and The Broads Authority.
It was RESOLVED that at this meeting and in the presence of councillors and parishioners that the Chair, Cllr David Church and Vice Chair, Cllr Carolyn How would sign the lease. It was witnessed by the clerk Charlotte Hummel as the Proper Officer. 

The clerk will get the lease returned to nplaw to finalise.

8.2 The installation of the D/B Interrupter on the taps at the staithe has now taken place. The are now working well and the new hoses have also been installed. The spare stickers that were purchased for the taps will be used and located on the front of the standpipes, so that it makes it easier for people to see.
