MINUTES A PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

 at the New Victory Hall Meeting Room on
WEDNESDAY 17th JULY 2019 at 7.30pm 
Present: Cllr Church (chair), Cllr Fowle, Cllr Pickering, Cllr Ryall, Cllr Hanger

District Cllr Gerard Mancini-Boyle, C Hummel (clerk) and 2 parishioners present.


Meeting commenced at 7.30pm

1. APOLOGIES

Cllr How – Prior Engagement. Accepted
County Councillor Richard Price and District Councillor Nigel Dixon gave their apologies.
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Fowle – Poor’s or Fuel Allotment Charity.
3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 20th June 2019 were AGREED. 
It was requested to the clerk if councillors could receive the minutes from the previous meeting sooner.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:
4.1 Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update was confirmed. It was asked to Cllr Gerard Mancini Boyle why as a village there is no breakdown on statistics in the village. Cllr Mancini Boyle has been told that it is not held on record and that crime happens so infrequently that it does not filter through quick enough. Cllr Mancini Boyle suggested that if the village did not have a neighbourhood watch scheme that the parish council could consider this.

Cllr Mancini Boyle introduced himself to the parish council and said that it had been relative quiet since the elections but is now starting to get busy. He explained about the Broads Authority wanting more access to planning in areas where they currently have some control.
Cllr Mancini also spoke about the Big Society Fund is guaranteed for a further 2 years and is at present still providing funding for projects in North Norfolk. It was highlighted that Neatishead have already benefitted from funding for the play area and would look to see if there were any other areas in the village that funding would help.
Cllr Fowle raised with Cllr Mancini building plans on east side of Wroxham Bridge. His concern is that the bridge cannot cope with the increased movement. He questioned whether NNDC will assess the bridge and a bypass will be introduced. Cllr Mancini Boyle said this would be NCC and highways. Cllr Fowle argued that NNDC cannot continue to allow planning without addressing the infrastructure. The parish council asked Cllr Mancini Boyle if he would pass on the concerns to the relevant department.

Parishioner wished to endorse the concerns raised concerning planning in the area.
5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Highways – Temporary Traffic Order affecting the U19119 School Road from a point 140 metres northwest to its junction with U19119 Church Road for a distance of 50 metres north westwards because of works on a connection to an existing sewage vacuum system. The road will be temporarily closed from 5th August to 9th August 2019.
5.2 Bin collections at Neatishead Playing field- A bin at the playing field and on school road have either not been emptied or they are filling to fast. The clerk has been in contact with NNDC and they have made extra trips to collect the full bins. The clerk suggested that the bins are probably filling faster due to the increased number of people using the play area. The clerk suggested that if this is the case a larger or extra bin may need to be requested to NNDC. Continue to monitor.
5.3 It has been confirmed that the fencing is due to be delivered and installed very soon. It was requested to have a contact and Cllr Pickering agreed that her contact details can be given to them. The clerk confirmed that an extra gate has been requested so that maintenance equipment can enter the site.
5.4 Waitrose (North Walsham) have accepted Neatishead PC playground fencing and benches for Waitrose Community Matters Scheme. The scheme will be run throughout July. 
Cllr Pickering suggested the clerk write to Norfolk Playing Field Association for additional funding.
5.5 Following the concerns of asbestos at a site on School Road, the clerk had been in touch with environmental who would investigate. Cllr Church had also spoken to one of the owners of the site voicing the concerns raised. They have confirmed that asbestos has been removed and has all the correct tickets to show of removal.
5.6 A request for help from the New Victory Hall for help at the 10-year celebrations on 21st September was made to the parish council. Cllr Hanger confirmed that he would be able to give some time to help. Clerk will contact NVH members to confirm.
6. CORRESPONDENCE.
6.1 Email: Parishioner: Parishioner concerned by the pigeons and bins at Neatishead Playing Field – Bins are being monitored as item 5.2 and clerk will contact grounds maintenance concerning the pigeon strips on the swings.
6.2 Telephone: Parishioner: Parishioner concerned by the pigeons and bins at Neatishead Playing Field. – As item 6.1
6.3 Email: Parishioner: Concerns over horse riders using footpaths and leaving the horses waste on the path – unfortunately the footpaths are not parish council property to be erecting signs. It was understood that this can be extremely annoying but it would be very hard to monitor the paths. The clerk will contact the farmer to explain the concern of horse riders using the footpath.
6.4 Email: NVH Management Committee Meeting - 11 June Minutes - noted
6.5 Email: Broads Authority, Parish Forum Meeting 16th October. - The clerk will be attending and Cllr Hanger, Cllr Fowle and Cllr Church also expressed that they would like to attend.
7. STAITHE
The trader selling goods at the staithe has continued. Environmental have been contacted. They are concerned that the trader is using their vehicle to trade from as it has not been stated that the business would be doing that. The clerk has informed environmental of approx. times that they visit the staithe. It was asked that the clerk send a further letter to the seller requesting that they stop selling on the staithe.
Cllr Fowle also requested if the hedges on each side of the staithe could be trimmed back especially near the water taps. The clerk will contact grounds maintenance.
It was noted that a single swing used to be at the staithe, it was removed as it was many years old. The parish council would like to look at the option of reinstating this. Cllr Mancini Boyle suggested the council contact NNDC to see if they have any surplus equipment. The clerk will look at insurance and planning for a swing to be reinstated.
