MINUTES OF A PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

1. APOLOGIES

None
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 12th September 2019 were AGREED. Proposed P Ryall, Seconded R Hanger.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:
4.1
Cllr Mancini Boyle told council that he attended the NNDC Green Build Environment Day. It gave an insight into what people would like the district council to look more into and introduce. Food waste bins being one introduction raised. Electric charging points have been introduced in the district such as Cromer and Sheringham. They are currently not live but can be easily hooked up. Cllr Mancini Boyle also raised the Glover report and a revamp as to how National Parks are run.

To receive questions from the public relating to items on the Agenda. Each speaker is allowed a maximum of 5 minutes. – None.
5. CO-OPTION OF A PARISH COUNCILLOR

Two applications had been received for the vacancy of 1 Parish Councillor. Applicants were M Phillips and M Godfrey. M Phillips was not present at the meeting. The parish council confirmed with M Godfrey that he was a permanent resident in Neatishead. M Godfrey explained that he has strong family connections in Neatishead and the surrounding villages and would like to contribute to the village in a positive way. M Godfrey explained that his profession as a safety engineer and is very hands on. He has experience in Health and Safety Policies and Risk Assessments.  
Voting cast: M Phillips 0, M Godfrey 6. Cllr Church welcomed Michael Godfrey to the Parish Council and took his seat on the Parish Council. Clerk will get relevant forms signed at the end of the meeting.
6. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
6.1 Highways – N Fowle highlighted a ditch on Hall Road that he has been keeping clear, however the council used to clear the ditch and leave the waste on the side of the bank. This waste has now meant that the bank is very high and makes it very difficult for N Fowle to clear. N Fowle will send pictures to the clerk and the clerk will enquire further on this with Highways. R Hanger also stated that there was some raised ironworks on Sows Loke that potentially needs addressing. Clerk will need some pictures and will send a ticket to highways.
6.2 The parish clerk explained that there had been concerns that the Clothes Bank is repeatedly full or jammed and clothing is being left by the side of the bin. The clerk is concerned that there has been no payment for the clothes bank for at least a year and that the parish council consider whether to continue with its usage. The parish Council AGREED that the clerk to enquire why no payment has been received and report to the next meeting. It was raised about the other recycling schemes. There is currently a paper bank that the parish council do not deal with. Clerk to see if there is a cardboard scheme.
6.3 Police contact concerning recent events that have taken place in the village – D Pickering explained that due to some recent incidents concerning of anti-social behaviour towards users of the pool and New Victory Hall were of deep concern and had visited Wroxham Police to ask for some clarification. PC Tom Gibbs apologised that he was unable to attend the meeting and explained following these incidents that they had been unable to find the people responsible but assume they are local to the community. Since the incident’s PC Gibbs has increased his patrols of the area particularly in the evenings and weekends. PC Gibbs also wrote that one of the most significant issues are the volume of fraudulent cold callers by telephone. He asks for people to be vigilante and not give personal or bank details without confirming they caller is who they say they are. PC Gibbs will try to attend the meeting in November.
6.4 Pot holes in carpark leading to New Victory Hall – The clerk has spoke with C Barrett who had sorted a temporary fix of the pot holes that had formed on the Parish Council car park. He explained that the holes were not too bad and that they materials that was laid initially was of good quality, he suggested that rather than get the whole area resurfaced that a simple mix of the hardcore and some quick drying concrete would be sufficient to sort the problem out. He advised that this is a simple process and would be a very cost-effective way to deal with the pot holes. The Parish Council AGREED for C Barrett to carry out the work. Proposed: D Church, Seconded: P Ryall.
