2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Fowle declared an interest in item 6.4 as a trustee of The Poor’s or Fuel Allotments and item 7.3 as on the shop committee.

5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Clerk to confirmed that the election for councillors in Neatishead was uncontested and all current councillors were re-elected.  
5.2 Cllr Church confirmed that the drainage ditch on New Road had a burst pipe and this was why it was continually flooded. Anglian Water have been and fixed this, thanks given to the parishioners who spotted this burst pipe. The parishioner who highlighted that there was a problem with the ditch and road at the previous meeting held in March has been approached are very happy that the hole in the road has been filled by the farmer and that the ditch has been sorted. Cllr Fowle has thanked the farmer for his generosity to fill the hole in the road.
5.3 The clerk confirmed that she will be meeting with fencing planners on the 25th April regarding the positioning and gate access at the playground so that work can commence to complete the playground. Cllr Pickering would also try to attend.
6. CORRESPONDENCE.
6.1 Email: Parishioner: Allotment request – The clerk has emailed the parishioner to say that there is not an allotment available at present but would form a waiting list.
6.2 Email: Tracey Holmes: European Elections: Notice is given that an election is to be held in the Eastern Region for seven members of the European Parliament. If the election is contested the poll will be held on Thursday 23 May 2019 between 7 am and 10 pm. - Noted
6.3 Email: Tracey Holmes: District Councillor Elections: Notification for the election of two district councillors for Hoveton & Tunstead - Noted
6.4 Letter: Land Registry: Notice of a proposed registration of land at Neatishead to the name of the trustees of the Neatishead Poor’s or Fuel Allotment Charity – The parish Council AGREED that they were happy with the land being registered and would confirm this.
6.5 Email: NVH Management Committee: Minutes approved from meeting held on 12th March 2019 - Noted
7. STAITHE

7.1 The installation of the new bin enclosure and remedials of the concrete base have been carried out by NNDC. It was agreed that they look very smart.
7.2 The new device fitted as per Anglian Waters Improvement Notice has been fitted to the front taps at the staithe. This still does not work when the hoses are attached and water still pours out of the valves meaning water is wasted and very little runs through the hoses. Cllr Fowle has looked at this and has suggested that a wider hose may help. It was AGREED that the clerk to contact the plumbers regarding this. The clerk said that she was also contacting Anglian Water over this issue as the improvements that they have requested have made the situation much worse and now the taps are effectively unusable. The clerk confirmed that she would keep Cllr Church and Cllr Fowle updated.
7.3 The direction sign to the village shop and pub that has been placed on Irstead Road has received a complaint over its size from a parishioner. It was noted that the clerk has not received any complaints regarding the sign.  The shop has asked if the parish council would look at applying for a street sign licence. It was discussed whether the application would be made from the shop or if they wished to apply through the parish council. The clerk explained that a fee would be applicable, the parish council agreed it would seem appropriate if the shop wished to go ahead that they paid. Cllr Fowle said that he would put this forward to the committee.
8. FOOTPATHS (ongoing)
Cllr Fowle spoke with Nick Deane regarding a footpath on Gooseberry Field. Although they wished to help it may not be feasible, however original footpath on the other field could still be an option. This field has a new landowner and Cllr Fowle has spoken with the agents, Brown & Co concerning the land. The agent suggested that she did not think there would be an issue but would get in touch with the owner and enquire and get back to him. The parish council agreed that if the original footpath could be reinstated that this would be a better option. Thanks, given to Cllr Fowle for working on this.
