3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 17th September 2020 were AGREED. Proposed N Fowle, Seconded D Church.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:
4.1 To receive reports from County and District Councillor & Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update. NNDC Gerard Mancini Boyle spoke to the parish council about covid cases in Norfolk and North Norfolk. Cases in Norfolk are at the lower than other areas of the UK and cases in North Norfolk are the lowest in Norfolk however people should continue to remember to keep distant and wash sanitise hands. Concern is also been raised on the environment and the use of disposable face masks. Cllr Mancini Boyle as spoke about a motion put forward for a community fridge in Hoveton and would be looked after by the village hall. Cllr Pickering raised that cases are increasing rapidly in East Anglia and that people should not get complacent. Cllr Mancini Boyle said that this had been raised with the chief executive of NNDC.
4.2 Cllr Richard Price also spoke of Covid and the increase of cases in the area. Cllr Price also explained that although the area had the busiest summer with regard to tourism the council are trying to dissuade people from visiting Norfolk for the half term. Cllr Price is in regular touch with the health team and they now have a better response to Covid. One area that has been address as a result of the Banham Poultry outbreak is to confirm where a patient with Covid works as well as home life to ensure the spread is contained.

5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Playing field Equipment – The clerk explained that it had been reported that there were some loose bolts on one of the play equipment. NGF have been contacted to come and inspect it. Clive Barrett had also advised the clerk that there had been some damage to one of the football posts has been damaged. Cllr Hanger said he would take a look at it whilst installing some new posts for the two metre banner at the playground.
5.2 New Victory Hall AGM – M Godfrey had sent round to councillors an update of the New Victory Hall meeting prior to the parish council meeting. Points raised was the decrease of activity at the hall due to Covid. The trustees had decided to reduce the cost by 33% to encourage users to the hall. J King is stepping down as a trustee. An employer dispute is currently taking place at the NVH. The trustees have taken legal advice to try and resolve the matter.
5.3 Wildlife Friendly Village – C Clayton had contacted Sophie Flux who was involved with Risby in Suffolk becoming a wildlife friendly village. C Clayton expressed that it would be great if a working group could be created to find areas in Neatishead that could be wildlife friendly. N Fowle raised that potentially an area near the bowls club that could be investigated. All councillors AGREED that C Clayton continue to work with Sophie Flux and find out if residents are interested in working on the project. Cllr Price said that he will be able to find officers who will support the village regarding verge nature sites. Clerk will send over the details to Cllr Price to gain interest.

6.2 Email: Councillor Nigel Dixon – Parish Council to consider the purchase and installation of a bin on Stalham Road Layby. – The parish council struggled to see how this was a parish council responsibility. It was questioned as to who manages the other laybys along the stretch of road. There had been no mention of costs by Cllr Dixon or Highways. It was felt that installing a bin would ultimately cause further issues rather than reduce. Clerk will send the email from Cllr Dixon and Highways to Cllr Price to do some investigating. It was REJECTED to purchase a bin.
6.3 Email: Deputy Editor NIB – Request to add a box to the noticeboard on King Street Junction for the circulation of the NIB – Councillors confirmed through email prior to the meeting that they AGREED to the installation and this has taken place. It was noted by the clerk that sadly the notice board on the crossroads is in a very poor state again due to water ingressing the cabinet. It was AGREED for the clerk to gain quotations for a new notice board to bring to the next meeting.
