3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st November 2019 were AGREED. Proposed M Godfrey, Second C How.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:

County Councillor Richard Price spoke to councillors that Norfolk County Council are finalising the budget and that Highways Jon Winnett is retiring. He will be missed and thanks given. Justin Le May will be taking over Jon’s role. Off shore windfarms were also highlighted. With an offshore ring main for present and future windfarms. Cllr Price said that this was a realistic option rather than digging up further countryside. Cllr Price also addressed the ambulance response times at the Norfolk and Norwich. MP Duncan Baker has a meeting with Nick Hancock in the coming week concerning this. N Fowle asked if ambulances sat navs are regularly updated as from recent experience the paramedics struggled with the best direction to get to the hospital. Cluster 12 Police Magazine was distributed and nothing to report.

Claire Penstone Smith from NIBHIG spoke about the VE celebrations that they will look to hold for the 75th anniversary on Friday 8th May. The group are looking to hold a display and afternoon tea on Sunday 10th May at the New Victory Hall help is welcomed. The clerk has also booked Claire to attend NNDC’s event on the 20th January to give advice and ideas to organisations looking to hold events to mark VE Day.

A parishioner spoke of the flooding on King Street. Every rain fall it floods the road. The parishioner highlighted that the grates are blocked and need to be cleared. The clerk emailed Highways at the meeting to ask them to investigate.


A parishioner spoke that there appears to be a lot of dog mess around the village recently. They also wanted to express thanks to the litter pickers who were clearing litter on the road towards Hoveton. C How spoke that she had also been out and litter picked in Cangate. It was AGREED to mention thanks in Parish Councils section in March edition of the NIB. Many thanks were also given for the work for a permissive footpath on School Road. It was asked if something similar could be done from the Old Rectory to the village centre.

The parishioner also asked if the parish council would consider a parish plan. There had been talk of one a few years ago but nothing was made. The clerk would look through past minutes to see if a decision was made.

The footpath near Alderfen Broad was also highlighted as regularly flooding. This appears to be as a result of a drain being too high from the broad. This would be the responsibility of Norfolk Wildlife Trust. Clerk to contact NWT to highlight the issue.

5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Appoint new Parish Council Chair – It was agreed to appoint a new chair at the meeting in March.
5.2 The clerk confirmed that the Sign and padlock for playground have been fitted.
5.3 White Van Parked at Playing field update – The clerk spoke with Citizens Advise and they suggested writing to the DVLA to obtain an address of the owner to remove the van. The clerk stated that if the DVLA would not give address then she would be contacting NNDC to report the vehicle abandoned.
5.4 Car Park Pot Holes – C Barrett has filled and compacted the pot holes and they are holding well. No further issues have arisen.
5.5 Overgrown verges and Broads Authority at Staithe – The clerk is still trying to confirm with the Broads Authority if they will cut this back. The clerk suggested that on this occasion for safety would be to ask C Barrett to cut it back but to persist with the Broads Authority to maintain in the future. AGREED.
5.6 Annual Playground Inspection Report. - It was reported a few minor defects highlighted. The clerk has contacted the NGF and sent the report for their comments and remedials.

To be located on the left-hand side of the hedge as you enter the staithe from the road.
