5.1 To receive reports from County and District Councillor & Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update – Cllr R Price confirmed that 234 cases had been confirmed in North Norfolk and sadly had resulted in 53 deaths. Cases are rising across the county. R Price also confirmed that he had recently been appointed onto the Regional Flood and Coastal Committee.
The consultation period has started for the boundary changes. The proposal is that Neatishead will fall under Hoveton and Tunstead Division.

10. STAITHE MAINTENANCE

Staithe Bench – The clerk confirmed that it is the Parish Councils responsibility for a repair of replace of the bench. It was AGREED to repair the bench and the clerk to contact C Barrett to repair.
Trading at the staithe – It was confirmed that a letter had been passed the trader regarding trading on the staithe and no contact has been made by the trader to the parish council. The trader has continued trading at the staithe and staithe users have contacted the parish council over the trader regarding their concerns over how he is selling his goods and his aggression towards them when challenged. N Fowle confirmed that he has been repeatedly aggressive towards him when he has been on the site. The clerk has looked into options and suggested that options would be to obtain legal advice to see what further the parish council could look. The clerk also researched that Cantley PC had changed the status of its staithe to a village green and therefore where able to create bylaws to the land. Councillors AGREED for the clerk to look at costs for an initial consultation with a solicitor and for the clerk to continue with research on making the staithe area a village green. Cllr R Price said that he would contact Potter Heigham as the land by the Broads may also have bylaws imposed on it and may be able to help. D Pickering suggested that it would be wise to contact Barton Turf & Irstead Parish Council regarding legal advice to see if they wished to work together as they have also voiced their frustrations over the trading.
