6.1 Meeting with Police Inspector Theresa Futter held on 24th February – D Pickering. The police are looking at increasing contact with parishes and to increase more presence at ground level.

6.5 Neatishead preparation for future meetings concerning Covid-19 virus. – The NIB would be delayed in being distributed so that further information could be added regarding Covid 19 and resources available to the parish.

“ In response to the Covid 19 outbreak in the UK and in the event that it is not possible to convene a meeting of the council in a reasonable time, the Clerk shall have delegated authority to make decisions on behalf of the council where such decision cannot be reasonably be deferred and must be made in order to comply with the commercial or statutory deadline. This will be carried out where possible by consultation with members by electronic means or by telephone. There clerk will further consult with the chairman for guidance as necessary. The delegation does not extend to matters expressly reserved to the council in legislation or in its standing orders or financial regulations. Any decisions made under this delegation must be recorded in writing and must be published in accordance with the relevant regulations. This delegated authority will cease upon the first meeting of the council after the council meeting at which the delegation was put in place.”

The appellant started to show photos to which the chair explained that the meeting needed to be moved ahead. The appellant questioned why the parish council would make such remarks when no parish councillor had ever attended site. (It is noted that D Church had attend site during the applications made). The appellant had invited all parish councillors to attend the site to get a better understanding of what he was doing. It was agreed that if any parish councillor wished to visit site they would make a prearranged time with the appellant. The parish council would not be making any further comments on this application or appeal at this time.

It was also noted at the meeting that a lot of questions were directed towards Highways and Anglian Water, with neither party attending the meeting it meant a lot of the questions went unanswered.
