3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 15th October 2020 were AGREED. Proposed D Church, Seconded R Hanger.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

4.1 To receive reports from County and District Councillor & Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update – Councillor Richard Price gave an update on Covid19 Figures with figures at 514 cases in North Norfolk equating to 65 per 100,000. This is up by 13 from the previous week. Although it has risen at present North Norfolk is still the lowest with the 60+ in the area. County budget proposals under scrutiny with the scrutiny committee. The boundary Commission Review consultation is still active, he recommended viewing and commenting as the Smallburgh division will include Stalham, and concerns that village issues can vary very differently to town issues.

NNDC Councillor Gerard Mancini Boyle explained that NNDC have rolled out a gift policy. This is a one-off payment and can pay for gas on a card meter. If anyone is struggling with energy it is recommended to call 01263 513811. Businesses who have received a payment from NNDC during Covid19 could also receive a further payment between £1000 to £3000. The new waste lorries for North Norfolk will be rolled out next week.

NNDC Nigel Dixon commented on the minutes of the parish councils last meeting concerning a bin being provided for the layby on Stalham Road, Cllr Dixon stated that although he had been involved in speaking to the resident who raised this and contacting Highways and subsequently the Parish Council that he was not going to be taking any further dealings with this. He said that it would be the responsibility of the Parish Council to contact the resident. The clerk questioned that the resident had contacted Cllr Dixon in the first instance that due to Cllr Dixon being instrumental in contacting Highways why the Parish Council would need to be contacting the resident. The clerk explained that Cllr Price who attended the previous meeting had also contacted Highways and they had responded that it would be in the most part a district issue to supply and maintain a bin. The parish council confirmed that they would not be prepared to supply and maintain a bin on this layby.

5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Temporary Road Order - NORFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL proposes to make a Temporary Traffic Order affecting the 1) A140 Cromer Road from its junction with the B1354 Waterloo Road for a distance of 250 metres northwards and southwards; and 2) B1354 Waterloo Road from its junction with the A140 Cromer Road for a distance of 200 metres eastwards in the PARISH OF HAINFORD because of resurfacing works. The roads will be temporarily closed (except for access) between 20:00 and 07:00 hours from 21st November 2020 to 22nd November 2020 and in the case of inclement weather an alternative date between 20:00 and 07:00 hours from 28th November

2020  29th November 2020 for the duration of the works, expected to be 2 nights within the period. Alternative routes include A140 through Neatishead.
5.2 Covid 19 update and village response – Notices have been erected in the Notice Board and the parish council website. An inclusion has also been made into the NIB.
5.3 Speeding concerns on School Lane and School Road is still a huge cause for concern. Highways have explained the costing of reducing speed limits in the area and would cost approx. £3500. This will not be considered until there is significant figures to show that this is need. The clerk explained that she has contact PC Tom Gibbs to get the police to attend to carry out speed watch in the area. The clerk also suggested that the PC have a SNAP representative who will attend SNAP meetings to hear the news on speeding in the area but also to push that more speed watch is required in Neatishead. C Clayton AGREED to be the representative. It was also advised that a community speed watch team could be formed. This requires 6 people, possibly join forces with another parish. Training is given by the police and all the data will re related back to them. Cllr R Price said that he would also look at his budget to see if he is able to help finance a SAM2 for Neatishead and surrounding parishes.
To engage with Justin Le-May at Highways over this.

D Pickering said that Blofield have child drawings of reducing speed around the village. Perhaps the PC could look into this and involve the school on this - AGREED

It was AGREED to pay the fee of £45 to allow for the application to be processed.

The clerk has contacted the Broads Authority Rangers who had explained that whilst lockdown is in place, they are not moving any boats, however as soon as restrictions are lifted, they would be moved on if they are still there.
