3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th January 2020 were AGREED. Proposed D. Church, Second M. Godfrey.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:

District Councillor G. Mancini-Boyle spoke about the recent motion which was unanimous supported to adopt the International Holocaust Remembrance Alliance’s working definition of anti-Semitism; the Council’s Diversity & Equality Policy will be reviewed, and the definition adopted.  It was mentioned the VE Day Anniversary and how NNDC is collating history stories which can be shared with NNDC via communications@north-norfolk.gov.uk . It was highlighted the car wash just of Stalham Road, Hoveton, which has been open for the past year and a half, is to be investigated with the environmental department at NNDC as it has not been signed off, and to investigate the runoff.  Mud along the 3 Rivers path near to the school has been reported.  A dangerous tree behind Bewilderwood (Long Lane, Horning) has been reported to Highways.  Cluster 12 Police Magazine was distributed and nothing to report.

A parishioner mentioned the flooding on Kings Street has still not been dealt with.
5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 White Van Parked at Playing field update – NNDC were made aware and a notice was placed.  The vehicle has since been moved.  Clerk has spoken to Barton Turf to inform them.
5.2 Illegal Hunting on charity land near Alderfen Broad – A meeting has been held with the Police, who have advised that any further incidents to be reported to the Police on 999 and warned for safety reasons not to approach anyone as there may be unlicensed firearms.
5.3 Flooding on footpath that runs along Alderfen Broad – Norfolk Wildlife Trusts Report circulated.  It was discussed this was not a satisfactory response.  Clerk to contact and arrange a meeting with the Highways Footpath Officer at NCC for their advice.
5.4 Neatishead Staithe Bins – Commercial waste being dumped in bins - NNDC Environmental Officer has visited the site and will arrange for the bins to be emptied.   This is to be monitored.
5.5 To confirm Cllr Pickering’s attendance at a meeting with Inspector Theresa Fuller on 24th February – noted.

The road will be temporarily closed (except for access) from 24th February 2020 to 26th February 2020 for the duration of the works, expected to be 3 days within the period – Noted.

9. WHITE HOUSE STORES AND WHITE HORSE SIGN AT STAITHE
Following on from the last meeting in January with a request by White House Stores to locate a sign directing users to the village shop and pub at the staithe. To receive a response from the Broads Authority regarding an application for advertising – It was AGREED for the PC to submit the application for the advertising consent (£66).  It was also discussed and AGREED for the Pub to contribute half of the fee (£33) as this is a commercial business and that the Parish Council would pay the remaining £33 due to White House stores being a community shop.  Cllr. N. Fowle has already spoken to the pub regarding this; however will obtain this in writing from them.  Clerk to complete forms and submit.
10. NEATISHEAD SPRING CLEAN

To discuss dates to be involved with the GB Spring Clean 2020 that will run from 20th March to 13th April 2020 – It has been arranged to hold a litter pick on Saturday 21st March 2020, and equipment has been ordered from NNDC.  Parishioners are to be requested however to bring their own gloves – Clerk authorised to purchase some gloves however for the event.  It was discussed having refreshments available in the Victory Hall at the end of the litter pick – Clerk to investigate hall availability. 
11. PLANNING DEVELOPMENT IN HOVETON

To address the recent insertion and flyer drop concerning the application of a development in Hoveton for 150 homes. A meeting is to be in Hoveton on 6th March. The Parish Council to gauge villages concerns over the application and formulate questions to be asked at the said meeting – It was discussed the PC is happy to support Hoveton PC.  Notices regarding the public exhibition and Hoveton PC’s open meeting will be advertised on the noticeboards and asking for any comments/concerns to be emailed to the Clerk.  

Cllrs. M. Godfrey and D. Church to attend the open meeting on 11th March.
Cllr. Mancini-Boyle stated that his main concern was the Bridge and infrastructure, including the doctor’s surgery, but on the flip side Hoveton has an aging population which this development may help address.
