7. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
7.1 Covid 19 updates for Neatishead – The Parish Council have highlighted information in the parish notice boards and the clerk has added a section to the parish council website where relevant information can be found. 
7.2 The clerk has added a new header for the NIB newsletters to the Neatishead Parish Council Website. This is to ensure that residents can access a copy of the newsletter whilst delivery is not possible. It was AGREED that the newsletter would remain on the website after the deliveries can resume.
8. CORRESPONDENCE.
8.1 Telephone: Resident – Concern over verges and hedges having been recently cut in May and the loss of wildflowers and vegetation. Concern that wildlife has been affected and that the verges should not have been cut at this time of year. – It was noted that this has been done by NCC and not through a contract with farmers to do this. It was noted that this has happened in a number of villages throughout North Norfolk and that NCC are contacted to voice the Parish Councils disapproval at it being done whilst wildflowers have been lost. Ask NCC to assess the timings of trimming the verges next year.
8.2 Broads Authority: 13th May confirmation that the broads are now open to private boat users. - NOTED
8.3 Clerk to explained that NNDC spending for 2020 as a result of Covid 19 would be greatly reduced. They estimate that they would be running at £2 million deficit for this financial year but that there were contingincies within their budget to cover this. It was noted that they would be unable to undertake some of the “nicer” projects that were planned but would readdress this in the furture.

11. STAITHE MAINTENANCE
A plumber has visited site to address taps and it was confirmed that the parish council have AGREED for this work to be carried out to make using the taps a lot easier. New hoses to be purchased was AGREED.
To discuss bench at staithe that requires maintenance. The clerk had been in touch with the Broads Authority who have confirmed that they will send a ranger to assess the benches. If it is just maintenance, they will add this to their schedule, but noted that they will not replace. The clerk also confirmed that the safety equipment is not the Broads Authorities however s the equipment is very old that the clerk was to email the BA and ask for them to upgrade the equipment with their own. The clerk confirmed that they would likely do this.
To receive an update concerning the proposed sign to erected at the staithe – Application submitted and the clerk was waiting for an update. She would have a follow up for the next meeting. N Fowle reiterated that if the staithe is going to now be in more use it is important for the sign if approved to be erected promptly.
12. HIGHWAYS
10.1 Following a number of Highway issues being brought to the clerk’s attention. A highway ranger is due to visit. Any further issues were advised to bring to the clerk’s attention so that the ranger can investigate this also. The clerk will await the response to the queries raised so far.
10.2 Due to a number of complaints in historically and recently. The parish council to look at the possibility of a SAM2 camera and if the camera could be shared with neighbouring villages. I was AGREED that the first action would be to contact PC Tom Gibb with the concerns raised regarding poor driving and speeding and ask for the village to be added to their speed watch list before moving forward with this. Clerk to action.
