5. NORFOLK LIEUTENANCY MEMORIAL PLAQUE

8.2 Email: NCC - Norfolk County Council HEREBY GIVE NOTICE that owing to a burst water main the use by vehicles of the C404 Irstead Street from its junction with U19131 Alderfen Lane for 60m southwards in the PARISH OF BARTON TURF will be temporarily prohibited from 10th  to 16th  November 2021.

November County Report

1. Covid. The number of cases for North Norfolk now is 7,509 an increase of 304 in the last

week and of 1,378 since your last meeting. The infection rate has gone down to 269 per

100,000 against 312 last week but still up on the 330 at your last meeting. Sadly the number

of people having lost their lives is now 236, an increase of 2 in the last week and of 5 since

your last meeting. 89% of the over 12 population have now had 1 jab and 83% 2 jabs. The

daily infection rate by age is now 60 per day for the under 60’s and 20 for the over 60’s.

Precautions are still very necessary and those able to have their booster and flu vaccinations

are also recommended.

2. I have been following up the RRV situation and campaigning for military support be

requested to help our ambulance service. I have just received an update on handover times

for ambulances at our hospitals and will be analysing these and reporting further to you.

3. I have started the process for your hedge plants but now need you to send me an accurate

map and photos to define the planting area.

4. I still intend to push for a reduced speed limit by the school when it is North Norfolk’s turn

but will try to achieve this earlier.
