4.1 To receive reports from County and District Councillor & Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update - NCC R Price gave   
Covid figures for North Norfolk 2990 cases this week this is up by 1 on the last week. This equates to 3 per 100,00 people have covid in North Norfolk. Sadly 1 death has been recorded.

NNDC G Mancini Boyle explained that North Norfolk had seen a large influx of visitors since lockdown restrictions have lifted. This is likely to continue with rules on foreign travel meaning people are looking for staycations. A Tree Planting Scheme by The National Trust was up and running providing blossom trees in the aim to plant planting 20 million trees by 2030.
NNDC have recruited 2 full time and 2 part time Social Prescribers in the district. The service is to help people manage issues in their lives that are having a negative impact on their general health and wellbeing. This has been set up so avoid unnecessary consultations with GP’s when some of the services that people may require are more suitable for NNDC to help with. This service runs alongside the GP and NHS who will refer any person they feel will benefit from the Social Prescribers.

5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Councillor Resignation – C Clayton sent the Chair her letter of resignation following the last Parish council meeting in March. The chair reiterated that the Parish Council were disappointed that C Clayton had made this decision but thanked her for her work in the time she had been a councillor. The clerk had informed North Norfolk District Council.
5.2 Covid 19 – The residents support group was still running and would be as long as it was felt that it was needed. Restrictions are lifting, with non-essential shops, gyms, outside bars and restaurants. The need to socially distance is still important as well as the use of face coverings.
5.3 SAM2- The clerk confirmed that information of locations had been sent to Highways and that she was awaiting to hear if they are approved. Training by Westcotec would also be required but with Covid she was unsure how this was being carried out. NCC R Price would look into this.
D Pickering raised a few concerns that following a SNAP meeting that the police are not reading the data from the SAM2 and that another council had confirmed that the SAM2 was bulky and heavy. D Pickering was concerned that it would require more volunteers to help. M Godfrey had also volunteered from the council and the clerk was writing to the school for volunteers. It was noted that although it may appear a lot of work the recording of the data was once in 8 weeks and that with just two/three volunteers it would break the workload. NCC R Price also that it was important to have the SAM2 to identify the key times that speeding takes place. The SAM2 would also record how many vehicles are travelling through that area at certain times, so if road users were used to seeing the camera it would still show how busy the road gets, this in turn encouraging the police to attend at these times on random days to carry out speed watch. R Price also recommended that the data collected from the camera’s is published on the parish council website and boards. This will get the community involved on the problem in the area.

7. PARISH ALLIANCE

Following a concept similarly formed by Wroxham and Hoveton Parish Councils and highlighted in the EDP the Parish Council looked at the idea of a parish alliance with neighbouring parishes to Neatishead. The principle seemed sensible to a number of councillors that working together and have a joint voice would add gravity to certain subjects that have a common interest. However, the clerk had spoken with the clerk for Hoveton, and they had confirmed that the alliance consisted of three members of Hoveton PC and 3 members of Wroxham PC. The alliance had been set up by these members and was not approved as a Parish Council concept by either Wroxham or Hoveton. The alliance had no powers for decision making and the alliances was not recognised by Norfolk County Council or North Norfolk District council. The Alliance would report back to the respective PC’s. It was also confirmed to the clerk that although the article appeared to come from the parish council it was not released from either Wroxham or Hoveton PC but rather the Alliance. NNDC Mancini-Boyle confirmed what the clerk had been told was correct.
The Parish Council decided that if there was no formal agreement made then although as good idea in principle it was not worth pursuing as a good relationship was already had with neighbouring villages.
