5. MATTERS ARISING - TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Bench Replacement at Playing field has been ordered and delivered to M Godfrey. Arrangements will be made for this to be fitted over the coming weeks
5.2 Parish Council Vacancy – Co-option. The clerk confirmed that the parish council had received no applications for the vacancy. The position will remain open, and the clerk will inform the council if an applicant applies.
5.3 SAM2 update and further concerns of poor parking and speeding near the school – The SAM2 is now on order after the confusion with Barton Turf and Irstead over the purchase of the device. NCC has agreed to cover all additional extra costs so that there is no cost to either parish council. and arrangements need to be made for training of volunteers. The Parish Council have a volunteer on the council and a resident who has volunteered. It was suggested that a further volunteer would be advantageous. It was AGREED that the clerk highlight this in the NIB. The clerk would enquire when Westcotec could organise training. The clerk had received further concerns over the poorly parked cars near the school. The clerk confirmed that she would contact PC Tom Gibb to attend the school when it resumes in September to carry out a speed watch and parking behaviour. It also asked that the clerk chase Highways over the suggestion raised by them to have markings painted on the road urging vehicles to slow down near the school.
5.4 Village Litter Pick – A litter pick was arranged by the Parish Council prior to Covid 19 however, it had to be cancelled. The Parish Council are keen to get another organised. NNDC used to loan out the relevant equipment, the clerk would enquire if this is still possible, The clerk mentioned insurance and would check with the insurance company whether the Parish Council have adequate cover for volunteers. It was noted that a litter pick would be more suitable when the verges have been cut as then you are able to collect more.
5.5 Bottle Bank – It had been reported that the bottle bank was overflowing and that after numerous phone calls the glass still had not been collected. It was confirmed that the bottle bank had been emptied as well as the glass bottles left by the side.
5.6 It was noted that the cardboard and paper bank were full. The clerk explained that this was not dealt with by the Parish Council but would contact the organisation responsible for it.

9. STAITHE 
Village Green Application progress report – The application has been returned asking for further details of the history of the staithe. The clerk has contacted the Neatishead, Irstead & Barton Turf Community Heritage Group for some help as they have been gathering information on the staithes withi n the local parishes so that the application can be resubmitted.
10. WILDLIFE FRIENDLY VILLAGE
A representative, S Hale-Sutton attended the meeting to talk to the parish council regarding the Wildlife Friendly Village and their aims for Neatishead. It was noted that an update had been sent round to councillors prior to the meeting and that the group had had their first committee meeting with roles given and a constitution formed. The Group have managed to organise a meeting with Nigel Stannett, the Climate Change Project Officer at NNDC regarding the initiative for 100K trees for North Norfolk. This meeting would take place in late July, and it was AGREED that D Church and D Pickering would attend.

S Hale Sutton explained that Highways at NCC are looking into a pollinator strategy and engaging with the community on this. And those verges are a common topic of whether and how regularly they should be cut. Plant Life Charity have stated that end of July is the best time to cut verges. It was noted by the Parish Council that dangerous areas with poor visibility should be cut more regularly. N Fowle explained and area of Hall Road had been cut while bluebells were still in flower. S Hale-Sutton explained that they had managed at very short notice to get a small area saved from being cut and that it had been rather successful with the types of wildflowers that were growing in it, Highways have confirmed to Wildlife Friendly Village that they are only in fact responsible for 150 sqm. This raised the question that if the parish council took over this section, they would only receive an approximate amount of £50 for delegated services. The Parish Council asked if this was the issue who owns the rest and ultimately who is responsible. The clerk advised that NCC Richard Price was going to get costs to the PC and that he can gain more information from Highways. It was AGREED that this was the best course of action. Thanks was given to S Hale Sutton for attend the meeting and that this initiative would remain a regular agenda item.
