3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st January 2021 were AGREED. Proposed N Fowle, Seconded M Godfrey.
4. PUBLIC SPEAKING

The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:
4.1 To receive reports from County and District Councillor & Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update – NCC R Price gave and update on figures in North Norfolk and Covid. Cases were standing at 2871 and increase of 65 from the previous week. This equated to 50 people per 100,000. There were also sadly 19 deaths reported. The scrutiny committee scrutinised Norfolk County Council budget and was debated in full council on Monday. It was agreed that the budget was balanced money has put into the flood reserves and all councillors highways budget has been increase from £6000 to £10,000. Flooding in the area received 300 incidents in December. There are 36 organisations with flood risk responsibility in Norfolk. A strategic Flood Alliance has been formed with Lord Dannatt acting as chair. The principal is to solve the flood issues and less of the talking. 
Police report gave details of the next SNAP meeting to be held on 7th April via Microsoft Teams.

Cllr Adam Varley spoke to the parish council about a recent planning application that has been refused at the Old Saddlery. The reason for the refusal was in part due to Highways report. Cllr Varley said he had spoken to the applicants and the applicants are considering an appeal of the decision. The parish council AGREED that if the applicants appeal the application, they would actively support them.

To receive questions from the public relating to items on the Agenda. Each speaker is allowed a maximum of 5 minutes.
5. MATTERS ARISING – TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Covid 19 – Due to the continued Lockdown Liver boaters are still at Neatishead Staithe. The signs that were erected at the staithe to state that the car park have been removed. 
5.2 Speeding update – Working party have been discussing various options and solutions. One being a fixed camera near the school to show the speed that vehicles are doing. Cllr R price made the generous offer to supply the parish council with a SAM2 out of his personal budget. Cllr Price would be contacting Barton Turf and Irstead PC to see if they would share the device. The parish council accepted Cllr Prices offer and agreed to look at locations. The data received from the device would be helpful as can be sent to the police. It was agreed to start with this device and can be used in multiple areas in the village. A more permanent device near the school can be applied through funding at a later date. The topic of a footpath was raised and further discussions on feasibility, responsibility would need to be explored. Permissive footpaths would be looked at and would dependant of the owners of the land. 
5.3 Staithe application to be a village green status is completed and submitted. Clerk will be informed on any further questions or updates on this.
5.4 Wildlife friendly village – C Clayton explained that a small unincorporated committee has been formed. Seven people have been approached and have accepted. The group will have its own bank account along with public liability insurance. The constitution will ensure that a member of the parish council will be a representative.
C Clayton and the clerk spoke about the usefulness of the online tool Parish Online. It was AGREED to purchase the subscription on an annual basis to receive the discount.

Many thanks to C Clayton for the hard work in setting this up.

6. CORRESPONDENCE.
6.1 Email: New Victory Hall– Minutes of the meeting held on 10th November 2020 – M Godfrey spoke that the NVH will be looking to pass discounts onto users to encourage people to restart using the hall. In terms of finance Barton Turf and Irstead PC have given £300 towards its continuation. It was asked if the parish council would do the same. The clerk advised that this would need to be done as an application in writing.
