MINUTES OF AN ANNUAL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

1. ELECTION OF CHAIR 
M Godfrey was proposed by C How, Seconded by D Pickering. AGREED. M Godfrey ACCEPTED the position and thanked C How the outgoing chair for her hard work over the past year.
2. APOLOGIES

NNDC G Mancini Boyle and NCC R Price gave their apologies to the meeting.
3. ELECTION OF VICE CHAIR

C How was proposed by N Fowle, Seconded by D Church. AGREED. C How ACCEPTED the position.

4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

4.1 Councillors to confirm for the minutes that the code of conduct declarations passed to NNDC are (to the best of knowledge and belief) completed and up to date. CONFIRMED

Due to the emergency leak at the staithe and the attendance of the plumber who had been at site today the chair moved item 11 

      11.    STAITHE


J Haggith a local plumber who specializes in locating leaks and remedies had attend the staithe on Thursday afternoon.

Following on from the investigations that Anglian Water had undertaken it was found that there was a leak in one of the pipes to the staithe taps, however the meter had been turned off and the water that is flowing on the left side of the staithe is not part of the problem. It was a separate issue. Locating the source of the new flow of water had so far been inconclusive after much work by M Godfrey, R Hanger and the Broads Authority Ranger Richard Keeble. The issue was now that the staithe pilings were beginning to bow rapidly and the footpath was becoming dangerous as a result. The Clerk has been requesting that the Broads Authority look at making the area safe as under the lease agreement they are responsible for the quay heading incl pilings and footpath around the staithe. Richard Keeble had confirmed that barriers had been erected with signs for people to stop walking over the area.
J Haggith confirmed that this work that require immediate attention he could see that there is a small dyke in the neighbouring garden however it was hard to tell if this was a reason why water was flowing as it was to the staithe. The issue was that the staithe is the end of the line with open access for water to escape into the staithe. J Haggith proposed that his only option was to dig much further down in this area, it may locate where the water is coming from, but a remedy would be to install a French style drain which would flow into the staithe without impacting any further on the staithe and allowing the above ground area to dry out. He would then do further tests whilst there to get a better location of where the leak was on the staithe tap lines and fix or remedy as possible. It was AGREED that this was urgent work that needed carrying out immediately and that obtaining further quotes will leave the staithe in further decline and a safety hazard to users who are now frequenting the staithe regularly each day. Proposed D Church, Seconded C How. AGREED. J Haggith confirmed that he will carry this work out.
To confirm that the bench at the staithe has been fixed and is again usable. – C Barrett had attended site and had fixed the bench. M Godfrey had attended site and removed the tape so that it could be used again.

To consider railings for the grassed area near entrance for future use as a picnic/play area – The clerk had issued a picture of the type of railing that could be used as supplied by C Barrett. It was confirmed that this type of railing is significantly cheaper than the railings at the playing field and would be very effective. It was agreed the wait until the leak issues had been rectified but to look at a simple installation on the grassed area. It was also agreed to look at removing the remaining stump from the dead willow that was removed so that this would make further parking space as this had become evident that further space was required. The left-hand side of the staithe hedgerow also needs attending to but this is a task for later in the year it was AGREED to add to the July Agenda.

6. PUBLIC SPEAKING

6.1 To receive reports from County and District Councillor & Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update. – NCC R Price report: My sincere thanks to everyone in Neatishead who supported me in my re-election with an increased majority. It is my privilege to serve you and whether you voted for me or not, I am here to help everyone, so please don’t hesitate to contact me on any issue.
I attended a meeting with the head of health for Norfolk Vaccinations are going well but the are some cases of the Indian variant in Norfolk. Hands, face, space and face masks remain essential. North Norfolk figures are at 6 per 100,000. I regret it has taken so long for the SAM2 to get to Neatishead, I will continue to help get this delivered. One good point is that my budget has been increased for highways from 6k to 10k and more importantly available to support green issues. I have more scope to help with other safety measures and support green issues. I am impressed with the concept of Neatishead becoming a wildlife friendly village and will do everything I can to support them. I am prepared to provide some financial help.

G Mancini Boyle Report: NNDC have raised concerns about the rise in motorhomes arriving this summer. Due diligence is advised, please note NNDC can only issue fines on NNDC land and property. NNDC beaches awarded blue flags. This is mental health awareness week, which can be found on the NNDC website. We are currently carrying out non zoom meetings at the corner office.

7. MATTERS ARISING - TO RECEIVE UPDATES
7.1 Broken Bench at the Playing field – It had been reported that the bench at the staithe was progressively getting worse and following this M Godfrey attending the site to remove the bench. Thanks were given to M Godfrey for doing this and the clerk confirmed that they had money from the Nordic Walkers and The White Horse to look at a replacement if they wished. It was AGREED to look at a recycled plastic one as maintenance would be much lower for this.
7.2 Wildlife Friendly Village – Following a leaflet that was attached to the NIB about the wildlife friendly villages group, there was concern that there are no details or point of contact with a name. Although the parish council are aware that a previous parish councillor is involved with the organisation, the councillors are unaware of who else is involved with the venture. Although the money set aside of £500 has not been rescinded it is essential that the parish council have a formal set of plans and proposals and objectives by the WFV group and that they are clear of how they are going to operate before spending any money.
7.3 Parish Council Vacancy – Co-option is now available to fill the space of a parish councillor. The clerk will give a deadline date of 2nd July 2021 for discussion at the July meeting.
