4. PUBLIC SPEAKING
The meeting will be adjourned for up to 15 minutes:

4.1 To receive reports from County and District Councillor & Cluster 12 Police Magazine Update. 

Norfolk County Councillor Richard Price addressed the council. He informed that Duncan Baker MP ran the London marathon he raised over £35,000 to 26 local charities. Covid 19 Statistics: North Norfolk has 6196 cases, this is up 433 in last week . In North Norfolk, 87% have received 1 jab, 82% have had 2 jabs. Also everyone has been advised to have the flu jab if offered.  

Flooding in Norfolk has put Highways under serious pressure. Health scrutiny committee – Primary health and ambulance response time it has been informed that waiting times have greatly improved. Rapid Response Vehicle in North Walsham is under threat. It has serviced many people in the rural areas and has saved many lives as a result. If anybody has benefited from the service to please get in contact to R Price. 

District Councillor Gerard Mancini-Boyle addressed the council about the project “Green Build”. £2.5 million cash injection to support housing needs. This is for low budget incomes that are struggling.  NNDC have been awarded Green Flag status for beautiful woodlands in North Norfolk

5. MATTERS ARISING - TO RECEIVE UPDATES
5.1 Highways – The clerk updated the council on efforts to rectify various highway issues in Neatishead done with some matters still having not been completed. NCC R Price said to include him any emails to Highways and that he would be happy to fund the “slow down, school” road markings on School Road. AP Clerk will email Highways and cc R Price.

5.2 Parish Council Vacancy – A resident in Neatishead has expressed interest. Councillors had also received interest from other parties. It was confirmed that there would be another 3 vacancies due to members retiring in the near future.

5.3 SAM2 – The clerk has received no further volunteers. The clerk has contacted Westcotec and Barton Turf and Irstead PC to ask whether training can be given to Neatishead volunteers from other trainees. No response has been made. R Price will contact Westcotec. G Mancini-Boyle offered that Hoveton SAM2 volunteers could be prepared to help be volunteers.

5.4 Memorial Covid 19 Token for Neatishead – A plaque has been offered to all parishes to give celebration to Norfolk Communities for their resilience in Covid 19. Parish Council offered that a position at the village sign would be appropriate.
5.5 Grounds Maintenance contract. - clerk will be having a site visit with a contractor, is obtaining two further quotes.

5.6 Playground maintenance – Issues with equipment. Clerk has contacted NGF who will be attending to inspect.

5.7 Queens Platinum Jubilee  – A meeting has been held at the New Victory Hall. Various events have been suggested including, a street party, beacon lighting, BBQ, church service and a tree planting ceremony. M Godfrey asked if the PC would look at a donation towards the community event. The Parish Council confirmed that it would consider giving help towards the celebrations when plans had been confirmed. A further meeting will take place in November.

6.2 Email: NCC - NORFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL proposes to make a Temporary Traffic Order affecting the A1062 Horning Road from 400m Southwest of its junction with U19115 Littlewoods Lane for 50m south-westwards in the PARISH OF HOVETON because of resurfacing works. The road will be temporarily closed (except for access) from 1st to 3rd November 2021for the duration of the works expected to be about 3 days within the period. - NOTED
